All were in
favor

L. Chairperson’s Report of Resignation of Commissioner McGowen

Chairperson Newlin advised the Board that he had received a letter of resignation from
Commissioner McGowen.

1L Executive Session.
Upon motion made by Ms.Logan and seconded by Mr. Weiss, the Board unanimously
adopted a Resolution to go into executive session to discuss the Memorandum of Understanding

with the municipality of Princeton for the redevelopment of Maple/Franklin.
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During the executive session, the Board discussed the terms of the MOU and heard the
overview presented by Mr. Weiss. Ms. Foglio provided the Board with a comprehensive
explanation of the type of special entity that would be formed to redevelop Maple/Franklin under
any agreement arising out of the MOU and how the project would be structured and funded.

Upon motion made by Ms. Sipprelle and seconded by Ms. Logan, the Board voted
unanimously(Ms. Tuck-Ponder abstaining) to come out of executive session and return to the
public special meeting

Adoption of Memorandum of Understanding

Upon motion made by Mr. Weiss and seconded by Ms. Sipprelle, the Board approved the
entry into the Memorandum of Understanding with the muncipality of Princeton for the

redevelopment of Maple/Franklin.
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There being no further business, upon motion made by Ms. Sipprelle and seconded by
Mr. Newlin, the Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting at 6:45 p.m.
